But if there are no financial resources to train for 
it, one cannot choose it as one’s carrier. 
 
Choice of a career is not simply a matter of likes and dislikes. Financial resources play a very 

important role in deciding to choose a profession. For lack of funds, one will have to choose a far 
humbler career. One can take to politics if one has an aptitude for public life. It is a profession of 
hard labor and perseverance. If you have strong optimism, ambition for fame and are prepared to 
face the worst, you are best suited for politics. If you have enough money and resources and want 

to grow very rich, you can choose business as your career. Therefore, be practical, logical and 
reasonable in choosing your profession.
